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This is a Scenery Add on for the FS 98 world.  It adds the Airport of Mambajao on Camiguin Island with some surrounding buildings and other nice looking scenery.


Requirements:


To run this scenery you must have FS 98 and philipv1.zip correctly installed on your computer. It also requires VOD 3.0 Textures & Airport 2.X Textures  to be installed in your main Texture Folder.








Introduction:


The Airport in Mambajao City (the capital of Camiguin Island) is a small regional Airport in the southern Philippines. I have never been there but I made it after pictures I received from the Philippines Flightsim Forum.  I hope you enjoy it. This scenery was converted from my original Camiguin 2000 Scenery. Most of the airport area remains the same as in FS 2000, but the Beach area and the houses in the city are not as nice as they apear in FS2000.








Installation / Requirements


You must have all VOD and Airport texture files installed in your main FS98 texture folder.


Make a new Subfolder in your main Scenery folder of FS98. You may call it Camiguin98


Make another 2 subfolders in this Camiguin98 folder and call them scenery and texture.


Extract all *.bgl  files the in this new scenery subfolder.


Extract all other files *.pat; *.bmp etc. to the new textures subfolder.


Activate the scenery via the main menu in FS 98.


Make sure, this scenery has a higher priority than all your other Philippine scenery from the philipv1.zip

This scenery was made using airport 2.6 build101; VOD 3.0a; and the great tools from Martin Wright. I also used severall custom made api macros which I either downloaded from www.flightsim.com or made them by myself. Thanks to all this authors for their great programms.
